HoW Will  the 1St BAnK Project Affect  
Cherry CreeK North Neighborhood TrAffic?

A recent 1st Bank Project meeting was organized by Councilwoman Jeanne Robb with representatives from Cherry Creek North, 
Cherry Creek East, the developers, City Planning, and City Traffic Engineering, at which the traffic impact on the CCN neighborhood 
was the most significant issue.  To date there has not been a City required traffic impact study conducted to provide key traffic planning 
information on the origin and destination of traffic to and from the 1st Bank site.  Here are some of the project facts so that you can 
understand the potential traffic impact on the CCN neighborhood by this development.

Site Boundaries:  1st Avenue (south), St. Paul (west), to Piatti’s (north), and Steele (east)
Project Composition:  a 10 story retail / office tower and 7 story retail / condo building
Building Scale: almost twice the usable floor space as other 1st Avenue high rise buildings
Parking Spaces: over 900 spaces in a 4 floor underground garage
Parking Garage Entry and Exit Streets:  St Paul and Steele then to either 1st Ave or CCN
1st Avenue Traffic Capacity: at or reaching car traffic capacity per City Traffic Engineering

This is the primary problem.  Where will the 1st Bank traffic go – to 1st Avenue 
or into the neighborhood?

What actions are being taken to address this future increased traffic situation?

Traffic Impact Study1.	  –As stated above, the 1st Bank site traffic impact study is being initiated.

Overall Traffic Planning for 1st Avenue2.	  – Even though agreement could not be reached on a cooperative joint traffic planning 
study for the 1st Bank Project and the proposed hotel project at the SE corner of 1st Avenue and Steele, the two developers may 
use the same traffic engineering firm so study data can be shared and analyzed.

Traffic Mitigation for the Neighborhood 3.	 – The CCNNA Board formed a traffic mitigation task force of residents who are meeting 
to consider short and long term options to minimize the flow of traffic into the neighborhood by this project and other future BID 
developments.  Recommendations will be sent to all residents.

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Do You KnoW the HiStory of Temple Buell’S 
Influence on Cherry CreeK?
Temple Hoyne Buell was born in 1895 to a prominent Chicago family.  His great-great grandfather was among the 13 
pioneers who incorporated the village of Chicago in 1833, and his grandfather was a reform mayor of Chicago.  Temple 
studied architecture at the University of Illinois then pursued graduate studies at Columbia University.

During World War I, Mr. Buell served in France, where he was exposed to phosgene gas. 
Diagnosed with life-threatening tuberculosis, Mr. Buell moved to Denver for treatment in 1921. 
He regained his health and went on to establish the largest architectural firm in the Rocky 
Mountain area. More than 300 Buell-designed buildings are part of Colorado’s architectural 
legacy, including designated landmarks such as the Paramount Theatre and Horace Mann 
Middle School. 

Temple Buell earned recognition nationally as an architectural visionary, particularly for the 
conceptualization of the first “central-mall” shopping center designed with the parking lots 
encircling the shops. He presented his concept to the Urban Land Institute in 1946 and later 
built the original Cherry Creek Shopping Center in accordance with his vision. This model 
became the prototype of today’s malls.

1St AVe - Steele to ColorAdo Street PlAnning
Over the past two years members of the CCNNA and Cherry Creek East NA Boards have been 
discussing an improved pedestrian orientation and streetscape (trees, crosswalks, lighting, 
medians) for 1st Avenue between Steele and Colorado.  With Councilwoman Robb’s 
assistance, City public works planning funds were budgeted, a PW planner (Cindy Patton) 
was chosen to coordinate the project, and the process was set to begin in the next 30 days.  
More project planning information will be sent to you in the near future.
